e YMs arrive in cammy trousers, red YM t-shirt, blouse, boots & cover
e Recruits: arrive in any warm street clothes

Clothing:

e Rain poncho

e 1 additional pair of long trousers in addition to cammies (any kind but warm)
e 1 pair of warm gloves or mittens

e 1 warm stocking cap type of hat

e 1 pair sturdy shoes or hiking boots in addition to uniform boots
e 1 pair long thermal underwear

e 2-3 other t-shirts

e 3 pair of socks (one for sleeping in)

e gray Sweat shirt

e gray Sweat pants

e Warm jacket or parka

e Something to sleep in (usually sweats)

Gear:

Sleeping Bag (cold weather tolerant to 20 degrees)

1 extra blanket for warmth if your sleeping bag is not cold tolerant

Waterproof tarp or plastic ground cover to place on ground under shelter to

keep dry (minimum size 3'x6’) (can be 2 plastic trash bags taped together)

Canteen, water bottle or camel back

Compass

Flashlight (with good batteries)

Disposable camera (optional

Personal hygiene items (toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, comb, brush)

(there will be no place to shower)

per YM or recruit.

e No pogey bait

e Young Marine or Recruit must carry all their own gear

e No electrical devices, DVD players, gameboys etc.
